Located on the Bay of Bengal almost entirely surrounded by India, Bangladesh is one of 
the world’s largest Muslim countries, and its capital, Dhaka, is one of the major cities of 
South Asia. It is a country fraught by frequent natural disasters. Many suffer in poverty 
from tremendous loss of life and property. Christian presence there goes back as far as 
the early 1800s, when English missionary William Carey translated the New Testament 
into the Bengali language. Yet today, less than two percent are Jesus followers. Among 
those, however, are faithful, indigenous believers laboriously continuing the work of 
evangelism and discipleship.

In January 2022, a door opened for All Nations’ leaders Dr. Pam Arlund and Meredith 
Johnson to conduct a week-long training in Dhaka for a group of 35 believers with 
Muslim backgrounds. Their training focused on Bible storytelling using simple drawings, 
since the participants minister mostly among the illiterate and poor living in the slums. 
Since then, they have followed-up with bi-weekly online coaching sessions for the 
participants. Their hope and vision are to continue equipping these indigenous leaders 
and bless the church planting movements that are beginning to emerge there.
